The following is a proposition to initiate and modify amendments for enhancing the constitution of the Georgia Junior Classical League.  The changes that will occur are to promote the development of this organization as a whole and further endorse the passion for the classics.
The subsequent changes should be made:

GENDER NEUTRALITY GIVEN TO THE OFFICES OF HOST AND HOSTESS AND SPECIFICATIONS REGARDING THEIR TERM OF OFFICE
Previous

Section 2.
The appointed officers of this organization shall be the Historian(s), the Editor(s) of the Alae Mercuri, the Treasurer, and the Webmaster all of whom shall be appointed by the State Chair with the concurrence of the Executive Board.  The Host and Hostess shall be chosen at Fall Forum.  All appointed Georgia Junior Classical League officers are hereby strongly urged to attend the National Junior Classical League Convention immediately following their election.
Revised
Article IV. Election of Officers

Section 2.
The appointed officers of this organization shall be the Historian(s), the Editor(s) of the Alae Mercuri, the Treasurer, and the Webmaster all of whom shall be appointed by the State Chair with the concurrence of the Executive Board.  The Host(s) and/or Hostess(es) are chosen at fall forum, and their term runs from fall forum to fall forum of the following year, with the restriction of senior year students not able to run.  All appointed Georgia Junior Classical League officers are hereby strongly urged to attend the National Junior Classical League Convention immediately following their elections.
Previous
Section 3.
The term of office for each officer shall be for one year only.  No elected officer shall succeed himself in his respective office.

Revised

Section 3.
The term of office for each officer shall be for one year only spanning from state convention to state convention while the term of the Host(s) and/or Hostess(es) spans from Fall Forum to Fall Forum.  No elected officer shall succeed himself in his respective office.

Previous

Section 4.
To be eligible for an elected office, a student must be a member in good standing of the Georgia Junior Classical League and must have attended at least one state or one National Junior Classical League meeting.  A candidate must be enrolled in a Latin class for the entire term of his office, or he must have completed all the Latin courses offered by his school.  Postgraduates and midterm graduates shall not be eligible for any office.  Candidates for President must have completed at least one year of study in Latin.  There shall be no more than two candidates represented as state candidates from each local chapter, and each local chapter may only have a candidate in two of the four offices.  The Host and Hostess shall be chosen at Fall Forum in a competition organized by the outgoing Host and Hostess.  To be eligible, a student must be a member in good standing of the Georgia Junior Classical League and not yet have begun his/her last year of high school.  In addition, each local chapter may not enter in total more than two candidates for Host/Hostess.

Section 4.
To be eligible for an elected office, a student must be a member in good standing of the Georgia Junior Classical League and must have attended at least one state or one National Junior Classical League meeting.  A candidate must be enrolled in a Latin class for the entire term of his office, or he must have completed all the Latin courses offered by his school.  Postgraduates and midterm graduates shall not be eligible for any office.  Candidates for President must have completed at least one year of study in Latin.  There shall be no more than two candidates represented as state candidates from each local chapter, and each local chapter may only have a candidate in two of the four offices.  The Host(s) and/or Hostess(es) shall be chosen at Fall Forum in a competition organized by the outgoing Host(s) and/or Hostess(es). In addition, each local chapter may not enter in total more than two candidates for Host/Hostess.

ADDITION TO THE DUTIES OF HISTORIAN(S)
Article V. Section 5

The Historian(s) shall have the following duties:

D. The Historian shall create a digital scrapbook for the National Junior Classical League Convention in order to represent the Georgia Junior Classical League.

ADDITION TO THE DUTIES OF EDITOR(S)
Article V. Section 6
D. The Editor shall create a newsletter in order to enter into a competition at the National Junior Classical League Convention.

REVISIONS AND GENDER NEUTRALITY TO THE HOST AND HOSTESS POSITIONS’ RESPONSIBILITIES

Previous

Section 8.
The Host and Hostess shall have the following duties:

A.
The Host and Hostess shall be responsible for providing refreshments and representing the Georgia Junior Classical League during the Georgia Classical Association's spring meeting.


B.
The Host and Hostess shall welcome delegates to the Georgia Junior Classical spring meeting.


C.
The Host and Hostess shall be responsible for organizing the contest at the Fall Forum whereby their successors are chosen.

Revised 
Article V. Section 8

The Host(s) and/or Hostess(es) shall have the following duties:

A. The Host(s) and/or Hostess(es) shall be responsible for providing refreshments and representing the Georgia Junior Classical League during the Georgia Classical Association’s spring meeting.
B. The Host(s) and/or Hostess(es) shall welcome delegates to the Georgia Junior Classical League spring meeting.

C. The Host(s) and/or Hostess(es) shall be responsible for organizing the contest at the Fall Forum whereby their successors are chosen.

INTRODUCTION OF THE WEBMASTER(S) DUTIES
Article V. Section 9

The Webmaster(s) shall have the following duties:

A. The Webmaster(s) shall be responsible for managing and updating the website of the organization for all.

B. The Webmaster shall prepare a website for the National Junior Classical League Convention.
These new amendments and revisions were agreed upon by the whole executive board, and can be voted on during the 2009-2010 State Convention, with adequate time given for local chapters to discuss upon the matters.  The new changes will be in place at the beginning of the Fall Forum 2010 with the concurrence of all local chapters.
